9B-GREEK MYTHOLOGY

Most popular during the time period of 8 B.C. or before, Greek mythology is a grouping of stories about Greek gods/goddesses/heroes. These stories were created to explain things that were unexplainable (such as why the seasons changed, or why goats had fur). Each god/goddess/hero was in charge of a certain aspect of life (Hades was god of the underworld; Aphrodite was the goddess of love). 

Through the years, our society can still relate back to certain aspects of Greek mythology. For example, within our American culture, the Greek gods/goddesses/heroes have influenced name of products, ideas for stories, etc. Popular items such as Nike, Adidas, the Titanic, and the Achilles heel all relate back to Greek mythology. 


For this activity, you will be researching Greek mythological icons/heroes and stories. Go to the websites below:

These websites have information of many Greek icons/heroes, stories, games, etc. After you have done research you have options of an activity to complete. You can:

1. BE CREATIVE: Focus on ONE Greek icon/hero and create a product to sell that links to that Greek hero/icon. For example: Nike was the goddess of victory and rewards. Today, Nike is a brand (shoes, apparel) that is sold world wide. Objective: take a god/goddess/hero that you learned about, brainstorm a product that goes with that person, then create a poster/PowerPoint that sells your product. Your project should include:

a. The name of your product at the top of the page, draw a picture of your product, explain how your product works, a paragraph (4+ sentences) explanation of why this product goes with the name/why people would buy your product

2. BE CREATIVE: Create a myspace/Facebook page for a Greek icon/hero. Fill out statuses/ info categories with the information that you learned about. Example: Zeus is the god of lightning, so his likes could include lightning.

3. BE LINEAR: Write a 3-5 page research paper on one Greek icon/hero. This includes further research that you would do.

4. BE LINEAR: Research a god/goddess/hero and create a 3-5 minute speech (note cards are ok) giving info about them.
